S.0. 4041(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (3) of article 77 of the Constitution, the
President hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Government of India (Allocation of Business) Rules,
1961, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Government of India (Allocation of Business) Three Hundred and
Fifty Eighth Amendment Rules, 2020.

(2) They shall come into force at once.
2. In the Government of India (Allocation of Business) Rules, 1961,-

(B) in THE SECOND SCHEDULE,-

(i) after the heading “MINISTRY OF PLANNING (YOJANA MANTRALAYA)” and entries thereunder, the
following heading and entries shall be inserted, namely:-

“MINISTRY OF PORTS, SHIPPING AND WATERWAYS (PATTAN, POT PARIVAHAN AUR
JALMARG MANTRALAYA)

l. THE FOLLOWING SUBJECTS WHICH FALL WITHIN LIST 1 OF THE SEVENTH
SCHEDULE TO THE CONSTITUTION OF INDIA:

1. Maritime shipping and navigation; provision of education and training for the mercantile marine.
2. Lighthouses and lightships.
